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Guidelines for Quiet Disciple Award

1. The Nominee is an active Lay Member in his/her local church and community, who demonstrates the characteristics of a Quiet Disciple.

2. The Nominee displays a strong Christian commitment in all aspects of his/her life, not only the ministry for which he/she is recognized.

3. The Nominee is willing to have his/her ministry recognized.

4. The Nominee is recommended by his/her local church.

If your nominee is the one selected, the following will be needed for the conference awards booklet.  Please include these with your nomination.  Also, please indicate if you wish the picture returned and to whom it should be sent.

a. A picture of the Nominee (nothing larger than 3” x 5”)

b. A brief description of the Nominee’s ministry (see the Nomination Form)

c. If possible, a quote from the Nominee regarding his/her thoughts about receiving the award.

If your Nominee is selected as the Sub-district Quiet Disciple, he/she will be invited to the Lay Luncheon at the 2008 Annual Conference (June 18-21) where he/she will be recognized during the Lay Luncheon presentations.  The invitation will be extended through a personal invitation by the Conference Quiet Disciple Coordinator (date and time of this luncheon will be announced later and the information sent to the Quiet Disciple).  District/Sub-district Quiet Disciples will receive a certificate of recognition and a donation in his/her honor will be given to the “The Bridge of Love.”
