Clean-Up/Open Camp Days

cabins; cleaning up any messes which may have been left from the winter critters; shoveling
snow away from doorways; and unpacking the kitchen and getting it ready for the summer
season. We will also need to clean up all the tree branches and limbs left from the logging
company.

We have jobs for many persons, so bring your lunch and a willing spirit to help us get the
camp ready for the summer camping season on June 12" and 19". We start each day around
9:00 a.m. and finish around 4:00 p.m.

August Work Camp

The annual Work Camp will be held on August 27", 28", and 29™. At this work camp, the
buildings will be winterized, the water shut off, the water lines drained, the boats put into the
Craft Hall for the winter, the kitchen supplies packed up, and repairs made resulting from
damage which has occurred during the summer camping season. Other projects may be
completed as they become known during the summer.

You can come for one day or all three days. Meals are provided beginning at Friday
noon and concluding at Sunday noon. Housing is also provided in the Lodge and cabins.

A more complete mailing will be sent out in July with a reservation form attached. Mark
your calendar now for August 27 —29th.
